We realise that hotel accommodation in London is expensive, but most of you should only need to stay for the one night (Friday 19th November)

We are not able to arrange accommodation for you, but we’ve set out below some details of Youth Hostels that might be an ideal solution, and we recommend early booking

The nearest tube stations are St Paul’s, Chancery Lane and Blackfriars. There is also a train station nearby at the top of Fleet Street.

The following are Youth Hostels provided by the YHA (Youth Hostel Association). Most offer a bed for the evening for around £20. We suggest booking in small groups rather than individually. The YHA charge £3 per night as a ‘membership fee’ on top of the price per night but this is still much cheaper than a hotel in the centre of London.

London St Pauls- £19.95 per evening in an ideal location just 100m from St Paul’s Cathedral (Near to Freshfields).

Oxford Street- £24.50 per night, near to Oxford Circus tube station

St Pancras- £19.95 per night, near to King’s Cross and St Pancras station

Holland Park- £24.50 per night, including breakfast. This is a little further out in Kensington located near Holland Park tube station.

All of the suggested hostels are located within walking distance to a tube station and therefore should be within a simple commute to Freshfields. Just remember to plan your route first!
